City Administrator Lathaydra Sands worked closely with DeKalb County on the rollback rate,
proposing to accept 11.081 as the millage rate, with a 0% increase.

State Representative Doreen Carter, resident of City of Lithonia commented that when looking at
the digest, Lithonia’s value has increased almost $20ML, her question is that she would like to
know how the $421,000 is allocated in the budget, and if the $421,000 is actually needed with a
significant increase within the past 5-years. Ms. Carter is requesting to see a copy of the FY20
budget.
