City Administrator Lathaydra Sands stated that the operational cost spent YTD is $9,142.26 and
includes supply costs for resident care packages, and an email was emailed to Mayor and Council
for additional proposed projects. Mayor Reynolds stated that a budget containing percentages is
needed and that all projects being requested should be on the list; the list can be completed by
Friday November 13. Councilman Dodd suggested that Mayor Reynolds and City Administrator
Lathaydra Sands compile a budget with percentages.

Councilwoman Howard motioned to approve city signage at a cost not to exceed $26,000, the
motion was seconded by Councilman Honore; and the motion was approved by a vote of 4-0.

A Special Called Meeting will be scheduled to determine the placement location for the signage, etc.

Councilman Honore motioned to approve the video security system for City Hall not to exceed
$3,500, the motion was seconded by Councilwoman Howard; and the motion was approved by a
vote of 4-0.

Councilman Honore motioned to approve the communications portion for the police department,
the motion was seconded by Councilwoman Howard; and the motion was approved by a vote of
4-0.

Councilman Honore motioned to approve one website for at least $4,800, the motion was
seconded by Councilwoman Howard; and the motion was approved by a vote of 4-0.
